7. Board Review and Consideration to Purchase Monitor 4 Complete
System_for District Truck Mounted ULV Units not to Exceed

$17,000.00

Staff Report:

Monitor 4 is a GPS based variablé flow pump and sprayer control system;
with full application recording, complimented by GIS data management &
reporting software. Monitor 4 is designed for vehicles applying chemicals
proportionate to ground speed. It accurately controls liquid flow volumes
dispensed using FMI-QB or MFC series chemical pumps to ensure a more
consistent and economical EPA-conforming ULV pesticide application.
These units also integrate complete conirol of all engine functions of most
ULV aerosol generators. Drivers enjoy safer nighttime operation using a
single backlit cab controller with automatic spray parameters and manual
override options. GPS technology allows the Monitor 4 to monitor and
record all vehicle and application activity for full accountability of adult
mosquito control operations. The Monitor 4 requests the driver’s pass
code, initiates a new trip, and begins the recording of all vehicle locations
and application data. During the trip, drivers can monitor systems
parameters, view running flow data and change between manual and
variable flow modes. All trip data is stored on a removable memory card
and ready for transfer into GIS sofiware anytime. Transfer options include
the simple use of the provided card reader, wireless "parking lot
download" or cellular real-time data transfer to your server. The District
will then store all data to a shape file format for display over detailed
street maps.

Recommendation:

The District is in the process of upgrading our current ULV
equipment with GPS/GIS technology. The District recommends
purchasing 3 Monitor 4 units for our ULV trucks with a purchase
price not to exceed $17,000.

8. Board Review and Consideration to Purchase Advertising
in Town Planner Calendars not to exceed $7000.00

Staff Report

The Public Information and Education Department is seeking Board approval to
include its Fight the Bite messages in the Sacramento, Elk Grove, West
Sacramento and Arden editions of the Town Planner calendar. This is a local
calendar featuring school information, community events and other local
happenings in the particular areas each calendar serves. The calendar, which will
be distributed to approximately 95,000 homes, is mailed to homeowners,
businesses, local chambers of commerce and schools. Our District messages
would appear in an ad April through October, the months of peak mosquito
activity. '

Placing our messages in the Town Planner calendar is a new advertising outlet
for the District. It makes sense to advertise on the calendar because it allows us
to bring our messages directly into many households. In home advertising is -
significant because many of the actions we ask of homeowners (for example
reporting a neglected pool, inspecting their yards at least once a week and
applying repellent before going outside) all take place in the home. According to
company surveys, the calendar is used 2-3 times a week by multiple users in the
home and most calendars are placed in high traffic areas of the house such as the
kitchen or near the refrigerator. Placement of our prevention messages on a
calendar that is widely used by various members of the household gives the
District high visibility and puts us closer to the homeowners that may need a
service request or a reminder to check their yard for stagnant water.

Recommendation:

The Public Information and Education Department recommends Board approval
of $6,500 for advertising in the Sacramento, Arden, West Sacramento and Elk
Grove editions of the Town Planner.

Rules for Proceedings of District Board Meetings

Theses are the rules of proceedings for the Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito and Vector
Control District. All meetings shall be held in accordance with Section 2028 of the
Health and Safety Code Law and in accordance with applicable sections of the Brown
Act (Government Section 54950 and following) and any and all laws governing public
meetings,

For these rules and proceedings, a District Board Meeting shall be defined as described in
Government Code Section 54952.2 of the Brown Act.

These rules are adopted pursvant to Health and Safety Code 2029/¢)

Article I Time of Holding Meetings

Regular meetings of the District Board of Trustees shall be held once each month on the
third Wednesday of the month at 10:00 a.m. (amended by Resolution on April 2008)

Aprticle 1L Place of Holding Meetings

Regular meetings of the District Board of Trustees shall be held at the District office in
Elk Grove at 8631 Bond Road, Elk Grove, California, 95624.

Article I11 Rules of Procedure for Meetings

1. A Ouorum

For District Board Meetings, a quorum shall consist of a simple majority of
total appointed Board Members. If less than a quorum is present at any
meeting, the members present may adjourn the meeting to a time and place
specified in the order of adjournment

2. Presiding Officer

The President of the Board shall preside over all meetings. In the absence of
the President, the Vice-President shall preside.

3. Board Officers
The elected officers of the District Board shall consist of

a) President
b) Vice-President



¢) Secretary

4, Election of Officers

Board Officers shall be elected annually, with the election held at the regular
meeting in the month of January,_{n the event of a vacancy, the Board may, at
its discretion, chogse fo elect g replacement to serve the remainder of the

vacated ferim,

5. TermsofOffice
The term of office for Board officers shall consist of one full year. Each
officer shall serve for one term. Each Officer shall serve not more than one

consecutive term in the office to which elected, unless re-elected by 2/3 vote
of the Board.

6. Eligibility to Hold Office

Any member of the Board of Trustees may be elected to hold any office.

7. Order of Business

The order of business to be considered at the meeting shall be at the discretion
of the presiding officers. The District Manager shall provide an agenda to
each Board Member and shall post an agenda at the District Main Office and
Yolo County Office entry ways. An agenda will also be posted on the
District’s website.

In accordance with the Brown Act, Board Action and review shall be limited
to items on the distributed agenda,

New business not so indicated on the agenda shall be referred to a future
agenda for Board review and action. The Board may discuss and take action
on non-agenda items when one of the following situations exist:

a) In an “emergency situation”, vpon a determination by a majority vote
that such an emergency exists. “Emergency situation” means a work
stoppage, crippling disaster, or other activity which severely impairs
the public health or safety, or

b}y If the need to take action arose subsequent to the agenda being posted.
Such a determination must be made by two-thirds vote of the Board, or
if less than two-thirds are present, by unanimous vote of the members
present, or

c) At a continued meeting the item was included on a posted agenda for a
prior meeting oceurring not more than (5) days prior to the continued
meeting.



8. Recording of Votes

Where a split vote appears imminent, any member may request a vote by a
roll call, and the vote of each individual Board member shall be recorded by
the Secretary of the Board.

9. Recording of the Minutes

In regular District meetings, the Secretary of the Board shall be responsible
for recording the minutes with their entry into the current District minute file,
In the absence of the Secretary of the Board, the presiding officer shall
appoint an acting secretary to record the meeting minutes, as shali also apply
to supplementary meetings of the Board.

10. Amendment of Articles and Bylaws

Amendment of any atticle, or bylaw thereof, in these adopted regulations may
be passed by the majority vote of the quorum, provided that such proposed
amendment be presented in writing and reviewed by the Board under the
agenda of at least one prior meeting of the Board. Such amendments so passed
shall become effective with their entry into the minutes of the regalar meeting.

Article IV Officers and their Duties

President: When necessary, the President shall be the official representative of the
District. He or she shall have the power to appoint committees, and such other powers as
may be delegated by the Board from time to time.

The President shall be responsible for opening meetiﬁgs promptly and for administering
the business of the day, expediently and with appropriate order and decorum.

Vice-President: In the Absence of the President, the Vice-President shall assume the
duties of the President.

Secretary: The Secretary shall serve as Parliamentarian and assist the President as
necessary. In the absence of the President and the Vice-President, the Secretary shall
assume the duties of the President. :

It shail be the duty of the Secretary to authenticate, by his or her signature, when
necessary, all of the acts, orders, and proceedings of the Board.

The Secretary shall further be responsible for recording the minutes and keeping records,
The Secretary may delegate their responsibilities to the Manager.
