B. DHEHS Public Health Division shall:

1. Provide SYMVCD Microbiologist with shared use of Rooms 2320, 2323, and 2351 of the Primary Care Center
(PCC), 4600 Broadway, Sacramento, CA 95820, during normal working hours for training purposes and
surveillance testing for Arbovirus.

2. Be responsible for maintenance and supplies required for all equipment purchased by DHHS Public Heaith
Division. ‘

3. Beresponsible for facility management at the PCC.

4, Provide SYMVCD Microbiologist with card-key access to the Laboratory work area and parking garage during
normal business hours.

5. Coordinate schedules and use of shared space, i.e., Rooms 2320, 2323, and 2351 with SYMVCD Manager.

6. Ensure the SYMVCD Microbiologist learns the safety and security procedures required to work in DHHS
Pubiic Health Laboratory.

7. Ensure the SYMVCD Microbiologist follows DHHS procedures when working in the DHHS Public Health
Laboratory. .

8. Develop a training plan with SYMVCD Manager for the SYMVCD Microbiologist to train Public Health
Microbiologists to perform the festing for Arboviruses.

TESTING AND SUPPLIES

A. Testing supplies, reagents and/or kits will be provided at no cost to Sacramento County by:
1. State of California Viral and Rickettsial Disease Laboratory in Richmond and/or
2. California Vector Control Laboratory at University of California at Davis and/or
3. SYMVCD.
Any unused testing supplies, reagents and/or kits may, and shall upon request of DHHS, be removed by SYMVCD at the
expiration or termination of the MOU unless the MOU is renewed or extended prior thereto.

B. If testing supplies, reagents and/or kits are not provided to DHHS Public Health Laboratory without charge, testing will
not be done in or by the Laboratory,

C. Arbovirus testing shall be performed collaboratively by SYMVCD and DHHS, SYMVCD will provide a microbiologist
to perform such testing at DHHS Public Health Laboratory, and DHHS will perform such testing at DHHS Public Health
Laboratory subject to DHHS' other Public Health laboratory priorities as determined by DHHS.

D. From the previous year’s records, it is anticipated that approximately 5,700 surveillance tests for West Nile Virus will be
performed every year by DHHS Public Health Laboratory at the request of SYMVCD. This will include testing samples
from mosquito pools, sentinel chickens and dead birds. However, the parties acknowledge that the number of tests could
vary from this figure due to a variety of factors and that this MOU shall not be limited by any particular number of tests.

E. Samples will be gathered by SYMVCD from throughout its service area, and SYMVCD will respond to any arbovirus-
infected areas within SYMVCD in accordance with its Mosquite and Mosquito-Borne Disease Management Plan.

HAZARDOUS MATERIAL DISPOSAL OR TRANSPORT

A. All hazardous materials handled in the DHHS Public Health Laboratory shall be disinfected on site by approved
laboratory methods.

B. Bird specimens will be discarded in the same manner as animals tested in the Public Health Laboratory for Rabies.

C. Any dangerous goods fhat must be transported to another testing facility for further testing will be packaged and
transported according to current (JATA) and (DOT) standards by trained personnel.

D. The cost of shipping will be paid by SYMVCD.

INFORMATION EXCHANGE

A. Bach party to this Agreement shall exchange analytical results and complete information on test procedures and policies.

B. Any concerns about the safety of the facilities, equipment or testing personnel, or any other significant concerns relating
to the collaboration shall be shared immediately with the Director of the Public Health Laboratory.

C. Surveillance test results must be shared with any affected Public Health jurisdiction/s at the same time results are given
to SYMVCD.

MUTUAL INDEMNIFICATION

COUNTY shall defend, indermnify and hold harmless SYMVCD, its officers, directors, agents, employees and volunteers
from and against all demands, claims, actions, liabilities, losses, damages and costs, including payment of reasonable
attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from the performance of the Agreement, caused in whole or in part by the negligent
or intentional acts or omissions of COUNTY'S Board of Supervisors, officers, directors, agents, employees, or volunteers.
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SYMVCD shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless COUNTY, its Board of Supervisors, officers, directors, agents,
employees and volunteers from and against all demands, claims, actions, liabilities, losses, damages and costs, including
payment of reasonable attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from the performance of the Agreement, caused in whole or
in part by the negligent or intentional acts or omissions of SYMVCD’S officers, directors, agents, employees, or volunteers.

It is the intention of COUNTY and SYMVCD that the provisions of this paragraph be interpreted to impose on each party
responsibility to the other for the acts and omissions of their respective officers, directors, agents, employees, volunteers, and
COUNTY’S Board of Supervisors. It is also the intention of COUNTY and SYMVCD that, where comparative fault is
determined to have been contributory, principles of comparative fault will be followed and each party shali bear the
proportionate cost of any damage attributable to the fauit of that party, its officers, directors, agents, employees, volunieers,
or COUNTY’S Board of Supervisors.

VL INSURANCE

Each party, at its sole cost and expense, shall carry insurance or self-insure its activities in connection with this Agreement,
and obtain and keep in force insurance or equivalent programs of self-insurance, for general liability, workers compensation,
and business antomobile lability adequate to cover its potential liabilities hereunder. Each party agrees to provide the other
thirty (30) days’ advance written notice of any cancellation, termination, or lapse of any of the insurance or self-insurance
coverages.

This MOU shall be effective and commence as of the date first written above and shall end on June 30, 2009,
