DISTRACTED DRIVER GUIDELINES

Purpose and Scope

According to the Department of Motor Vehicles, driver distractions contribute to one out of four
accidents. The leading factors causing distracted driving accidents are cell phone use, eating,
and attending to passengers. Drivers increase their risk of having an accident by 400% every
time they use their cell phone while driving.

This policy applies to all employees who operate any district vehicle or their own personal
vehicle on behalf of the district, including leased or rented vehicles.

Definition

Distract Driving: Diversion of the driver’s attention from the task of operating a motor vehicle
by activities, objects, or events inside or outside the vehicle, or by factors such as emotional
stress or preoccupation.

This includes, but is not limited to, the following:

Cell phone use

Use of technology (e.g., GPS systems, computers, audio/video equipment)
Eating, drinking (non-alcoholic), smoking

Grooming '

Passengers

Reading

Impaired driving

Policy Statement
The following procedures will be used by all district employees while driving on behalf of the
district.

Procedures

Employees must adhere to all federal, state, and local rules and regulations regarding the use of
cell phones, wireless devices, GPS systems, computers or any type of audio/video equipment
while drivmg Employees should check with their supervisor if they are not sure of the
governing laws in their area :

o Cell phone use (including headsets)
o Receiving Incoming Calls
» Let call go to voice mail and return call when parked, or
*  Answer the call and advise the caller to hold. Pull over to a safe location.
Place vehicle in park. Respond to the caller.
o Making Outgoing Calls
» (Calls will not be initiated until the vehicle has been pulled over to a safe
location; and the vehicle has been placed in park
»  Use of Technology (GPS systems, computers, audio/video equipment)
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o GPS systems — Program the system while in a parked position, with vehicle
placed in park. Do not program while driving under any circumstances.

o Computers ~ Do not use a computer while driving under any circumstances. If
information is required, pull over to a safe location and place your vehicle in park.

o Audio equipment — Prior to your departure, adjust controls, choose your CI)/Tape
selections and insert into player. Use normal stops to adjust controls. Do not
browse your CD/Tape selections while driving.

o Video equipment — Do not view any type of DVD equipment while driving.

o Two-Way Radio — Use extreme caution while operating any two-way radio.
Keep call duration to a minimum. If extended conversation is required, place the
caller on hold, pull over to a safe location then resume the conversation.

Eating, drinking or smoking

o Eating, drinking and/or smoking involve driving with one hand and juggling the
food/beverage/cigarette with the other. Plan ahead to allow time to eat without
driving. If eating, drinking or smoking is necessary, take advantage of normal
stops to prepare. Don’t over react if items spill; pull over to a safe location to
clean up.

Grooming
o Avoid grooming while vehicle is in motion. This includes, but is not limited to,
applying make up, shaving, and looking in the mirror.

Passengers
o While communicating with passengers, avoid disturbing/distracting
conversations. Stay focused on defensive driving.

Reading
o Do not read while driving. If you need to review directions, instructions, etc, pull
over to safe location or do so at a normal stop.

Impaired Driving

o All employees must adhere to the District’s Drug and Alcohol Pohcy No
employee who is on duty shall use, possess, or be under the influence of alcohol,
illegal drugs, unauthorized drugs or any other illegal mind-altering substances
while performing their assigned duties.

o Employees must advise their supervisor when taking prescription medications
and/or non-prescription products that may contribute to the unsafe operation of a
vehicle driven while on duty.
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e Other Distractions :
o Be diligent about sustaining vyour focus while driving. Avoid
disturbing/distracting conversations or actions. Minimize activities that will
distract you from operating your vehicle in a safe, defensive manner.

Drive safely and take care of you, your passengers, pedestrians and other drivers.
Remember taking your eyes off the road for two seconds at 60mph means you have
traveled blindly for half the length of a football field.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE SACRAMENTO-YOLO
MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL DISTRICT DECLARING
April 21 to April 25, 2008
WEST NILE VIRUS AND MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL
AWARENESS WEEK.

WHEREAS, the Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District recognizes that West
Nile virus is a mosquito-borne disease that can result in debilitating cases of meningitis and
encephalitis and death to humans, horses, avian species, and other wildlife; and

WHEREAS, the State of California recognizes that West Nile virus poses a grave threat to the
health and safety of all Californians as early as this spring and for the foreseeable future; and

WHEREAS, Adequately funded mosquito and vector control, disease surveillance and public
awareness programs are the best way to prevent outbreaks of West Nile virus and other diseases
borne by mosquitoes and other vectors; and

WHEREAS, Professional mosquito and vector control based on scientific research has allowed
the District to reduce mosquito and vector populations and the diseases they transmit; and

WHEREAS, Established mosquito and vector-borne diseases such as plague, Lyme disease, and
encephalitis, and new and emerging vector-borne diseases such as hantavirus, arenavirus,
babesiosis, and ehrlichiosis cause illness and sometimes death every year in California; and

WHEREAS, the Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito Control District works with mosquito and vector
control districts throughout California, the United States Environmental Protection Agency, The
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the State Department of Health Services to
reduce pesticide risks to humans, animals, and the environment while protecting human health
from mosquito and vector-borne diseases and nuisance attacks; and

WHEREAS, The public’s awareness of the health benefits associated with safe, professionally
applied mosquito and vector control methods will encourage the appropriation of adequate
funding to support these efforts, as well as motivate the public to eliminate mosquito and vector
breeding sites; and

WHEREAS, ““West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness Week™ will
increase the public’s awareness of the threat of West Nile virus and other diseases and the
activities of the various mosquito and vector research and control agencies working to minimize
the health threat within California, and will highlight the public education programs currently
available; and

WHERFEAS, The Mosquito and Vector Control Association of California has designated the
week of April 21 to April 25, 2008, as ‘“West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control
Awareness Week’’ in the State of California;



Now, Therefore, be it Resolved by the Sacramento—Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District
Board of Trustees that the week of April 21 to April 25, 2008, be designated as West Nile Virus
and Mosquito and Vector Conirol Awareness Week in the counties of Sacramento and Yolo.

Assembly Concurrent Resolution No. 110—Relative to West Nile
Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness Week.

LBGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

ACR 110, as introduced, Maze. West Nile Virus and Mosquito and
Vector Control Awareness Week.

This measure would declare April 21 to April 25, 2008, inclusive, as
West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness Week.

Fiscal commitiee: no.

WHEREAS, West Nile virus is a mosquito-borne disease that
can result in debilitating cases of meningitis and encephalitis and
death to humans, horses, avian species, and other wildlife; and

WHEREAS, In the 2007, West Nile virus resulted in 16 deaths
in California and sickened over 379 others; and

WHEREAS, The State Department of Public Health and the
federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention predict West
Nile virus will again pose a public health threat in California in
2008; and

WHEREAS, Adequately funded mosquito and vector control,
disease surveillance, and public awareness programs are the best
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way to prevent outbreaks of West Nile virus and other diseases
borne by mosquitoes and other vectors; and

WHEREAS, Mosquitoes and other vectors, including, but not
limited to, ticks, Africanized honey bees, rats, fleas, and flies,
continue to be a source of human suffering, illness, death, and a
public nuisance in California and around the world; and

WHEREAS, Excess numbers of mosquitoes and other vectors
spread diseases, reduce enjoyment of both public and private
outdoor living spaces, decrease property values, hinder outdoor
work, and reduce livestock productivity; and

WHEREAS, Professional mosquito and vector control based
on scientific research has made great advances in reducing
mosquito and vector populations and the diseases they transmit;
and

WHEREAS, Established mosquito- and vector-borne diseases
such as plague, Lyme disease, and encephalitis, and new and
emerging vector-borne diseases, such as hantavirus, arenavirus,
babesiosis, and ehrlichiosis cause illness and sometimes death
every year in California; and

WHEREAS, Mosquito and vector control districts throughout
the State of California work closely with the United States
Envirommental Protection Agency and the State Department of
Public Health to reduce pesticide risks to humans, animals, and
the environment while protecting human health from mosquito-
and vector-borne diseases and nuisance attacks; and

WHEREAS, The public’s awareness of the health benefits
associated with safe, professionally applied mosquito and vector
control methods will support these efforts, as well as motivate the
public to eliminate mosquito and vector breeding sites on private
property; and

WHEREAS, Educational programs have been developed to
include schools, civic groups, private industry, and governmental
agencies, in order to meet the public’s need for information about
West Nile virus, other diseases, and mosquito and vector biology
and control; and

WHEREAS, Public awareness can result in reduced production
of mosquitoes and other vectors on private, commercial, and public
lands by responsible parties, avoidance of the bites of mosquitoes
and other vectors when the risk of West Nile virus and other disease
transmission is high, detection of human cases of mosquito- and
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vector-borne diseases that may otherwise be misdiagnosed for lack
of appropriate laboratory testing, and the formation of mosquito
or vector control agencies where needed; and

WHEREAS, Public awareness can result in action to provide
adequate funding for existing mosquito and vector control agencies
or in areas where there are no existing controls; and

WHEREAS, West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control
Awareness Week will increase the public’s awareness of the threat
of West Nile virus and other diseases and the activities of the
various mosquito and vector research and control agencies working
to minimize the health threat within California, and will highlight
the educational programs currently available; and

WHEREAS, The Mosquito and Vector Control Association of
California has designated the week of April 21 to April 25, 2008,
inclusive, as West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control
Awareness Week in the State of California; now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the Assembly of the State of California, the Senate
thereof concurring, That the Legislature hereby declares that the
week of April 21 to April 25, 2008, inclusive, be designated as
West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness
Week; and be it further

Resolved, That the Chief Clerk of the Assembly transmit a copy
of this resolution to the Governor and State Public Health Officer.

Board Consideration of Field Trip to Yolo Bypass Wetland/Duck
Club Habitat

Staff Report:

At the last Board meeting there was general discussion of organizing a tour
for the District Board to see potential mosquito sites throughout the District.

Staff has identified several areas the Board can tour:

-  Conway Ranch

This 16,000 privately owned acre ranch would encompass mostly rice lands
managed in an environmentally compatible manner. The tour would likely
last between 1-1.5 hours.

- Yolo Wildlife Refuge

This 3700 acre California Department of Fish and Game Refuge is south of
Interstate 80 in the Yolo Bypass. This tour would encompass a variety of
wetland habitats, from open marsh to seasonally flooded wetlands. 1t would
take between 1-1.5 hours or more te complete.

- Stone Lakes National Wildlife Refuge
This 4000 acre USFWS refuge is just west of Interstate 5 near Elk Grove.
- Natomas Basin Conservancy

This Conservancy was formed to offset the development in North Natomas.
They have worked closely with the District to build wetland habitat that
reduces mosquitoes. They have also promoted the use of mosquitofish, which
is a major food source for giant garter snakes.

These are just a few of the places that the Board could inspect to see the
potential impact various management of these lands have on the District.
The Board could hear from the managers of the locations selected, as well as
the mosquito productivity that has occurred from the sites.



Recommendation:

Pleasure of the Boafd. Staff needs directions as to if we would meet at the
District and take a bus or meet onsite at the location selected and take a bus
or use District vehicles. Staff also needs to know the time and date of a
