6.  Board Review and Consideration to Extend Rental Agreement of
District Building to California Department of Public Health,
Vector Borne Disease Section,

Staff Report:

Please find enclosed the proposed rental agreement between the District and
the State of California on behalf of the Department of Public Health Vector Borne
Disease Section. The proposed lease doubles the previous rental agreement ($1000 to
$2,000 per month). While this is still below potential market value (estimate suggest
rentals for similar buildings would range between $4,000-$5,000 per month) the
benefit of renting to the State of California during this time is both warranted and a
positive resource for District staff.

1) While the State of California has been notoriously late in rental
payments in recent years due to a lack of timely state budgets, they
have always ultimately paid. This assurance allows the district to
avoid going through collection agencies or other similar venues to
address non-payments from private or commercial renters.

2) District staff enjoy the expertise and ready consultation of having
experienced State Biologists on site.

3) The current staff are just good renters, requiring minimal
maintenance.

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AMENDMENT TO LEASE AMENDMENT NO. One (1)

THIS AMENDMENT TO LEASE, made and entered into this 19th day of February, 2009,
by and between Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District, hereinafter called
Lessar and the Btate of California acting by and through the Director of the Department of

General Services, hereinafter called the State.
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, under lease dated September 1, 2003, the State hires from Lessor

certain premises located at 8631 Bond Road, Building 2, Elk Grove, CA as more particularly

described in said lease; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to amend said lease fo (1) extend the term of

the le-aée; (2) modify the early termination clause; and (3) adjust the monthlly rental;

NOWTHEF&EFORE, it is mutually agreed between the parties hereto as follows;

1. Effective Saptembaf 1, 2009, the ending term of August 31, 2008 as shown in
paragraph 2 of the lease is amended to read August 31, 2014,

2. Effegtéve September 1, 2009, the early termination clause as set forth in
paragraph 3 of said lease is heraby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

The State may terminate this lease at any time effective on or after August 31, 2012,
by giving written notice to the Lessor at least thirty (30) days prior to the date when such
termination shall become effective. If the State fails to complete its move out within the notice
period and remains in the premises, additional rent shall be paid and prorated on a thirty (30}

day menth, based on the actual number of days the State ovcupies the premisss foliowing the

gffective date of termination,

3. Effective Seplember 1, 2008, the monthly rent schedule payable under
paragraph 4 of the lease shall be adjusted as follows:

- TWO THOUSAND AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($2,000.00) from September 1, 2008, through
August 31, 2014, and thereafier.

Except as amended herein, all the terms of said lease hereinabove referred to shall

remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

6. Lessor agrees that, prior to January 31. 2004, the leased premises will be made ready for State’s occupancy in
full compliance with Exhibit "A”, consisting of one (1) sheet titled, "Office Quarters, Project No. 111466" dated
July 23. 2003, and in accordance with Exhibit "B". consisting of four (4) pages, titled Outline Specifiacations
“Project No. 111466" dated July 23, 2003, which Exhibits "A" and "B" are by this reference incorporated herein.

7. Lessor shall furnish to State, during the lease term, at Lessor's sole cost, the following services and utilities:

14. During the performance of this lease, the Lessor shall not deny benefits to any person on the basis of religion,
color, ethnic group identification, sex, age, physical or mental disability, nor shall they discriminate uniawfully against
any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, physical
handicap, mental disability, medical condition, marital status, age, or sex. Lessor shail insure that the evaluation and
treatment of employees and applicants for employment are free of such discrimination.

Lessor shall comply with the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Government Code,
Section 12900 et seq.), the regulations promuigated thereunder (California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section
7285.0 etseq.), the provisions of Article 9.5, Chapter 1, Part !, Division 3, Title 2 of the Government Code
(Government Code.

7. Lessor hereby represents and certifies that it has fully complied and covenants to remain in compliance during
the term of this lease. with Disabied Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) participation goals or has made good faith
efforts. as the case may be, as required by Public Contract Code Section 10115 et seq., and further agrees that the State
or its designees will have the right to review, obtain. and copy all records pertaining to the contract. Lessor agrees to
provide the State or its designee with any relevant information requested and shall permit the State or its designee
access to its premises, upon reasonable notice, during normal business hours for the purpose of interviewing employees
and inspecting and copying such books, records, accounts, and other material that may be relevant to a matter under
investigation for the purpose of determining compliance with this requirement. Lessor further agrees to maintain such
records for a period of three (3) years after final ayment under the contract.
