Projects in Progress

Cemetery Program:  We have begun operations for the upcoming season and have issued letters
to cemeteries encouraging their compliance. The department has visited every cemetery within
the District and is monitoring their progress with the program. The department is working on a
public relations campaign around Memorial Day to highlight the program and the cooperation
with the cemeteries.

City of Elk Grove Beaver Dam Management: Plans to fix the Camden Weir in cooperation with
the Cosumnes Community Services District have been developed and a meeting with the Army
Corps of Engineers helped give CSD some further direction. The District has contacted the City
of Elk Grove and have arranged for the City to remove some dams on Laguna Creek.

Cosumnes River Preserve: The District met with CRP staff to discuss upcoming plans on the
property. There will be an increase in the amount of organic rice planted in the preserve this
year and the District met with the farmers to discuss implementing BMPs to help reduce
mosquito production on their fields.

Pellandini Dairy: The District has been monitoring the current abatement on the Pellandini
property and everything is in compliance to date. The District will continue to monitor the:
progress.

Roosevelt Ranch: The District is in contact with the owners of Roosevelt Ranch to discuss their
water management strategy on the property. A letter went out to them to highlight changes to
their management plan to be in line with mosquito control needs. The District has faced some
challenges with their currént plan and their ability to reduce mosquitoes on their property.

Other Department Activities
The Routine Maintenance Agreement with DFG is complete.

A number of access (brush-cutting) projects are underway.
