7. Board and Review and Consideration of Proposal to Conduct
Aerial Survey of Yolo and Sacramento Counties to Identify

Unknown Mosquito Development Sites in Urban Areas

Staff Report:

Please find enclosed the staff report to conduct aerial flyover of areas of
Sacramento and Yolo Counties to identify urban mosquito sites. We propose to
take the requested amount out of our Professional Services Account

We are currently performing a trial of these services below my $5,000 fimit. If we
are satisfied with this trial, we would like to immediately initiate a greater area to
be flown.

Recommendation:
Authorize the Aerial Services of Castro Valley to perform a flyover of Sacramento

and Yolo counties not to exceed $28,000.00 to be funded from the Professional
Services Account.



Proposed Aerial Survey of Yolo and Sacramento Counties

In August and September of 2007, The
Sac-Yolo MVCD contracted with Cal
Aerial Imaging to provide aerial surveys of
Sacramento and Yolo counties to locate
unmaintained or “green” swimming pools
that can be significant mosquito sources,
Over 200 previously unknown pool
sources were treated as a result.

This year, the District is proposing to
survey a greater area at a reduced cost by
contracting with Aerial Services of Castro
Valley. Aerial Services has performed
aerial surveys for many other mosquito
abatement districts in California including
the counties of Alameda, San Mateo, Santa
Clara, Kern, King, Fresno, Marin Sonoma,
Napa, and others.

After extensive consultation with staff, the
proposed survey area will cover 75 square
miles of wetland areas for the Ecological
Management department, and 278 square
miles of suburban and rural areas to survey for unmaintained pools. The survey area includes the cities
of Folsom, Galt, West Sacramento, Elk Grove, Sacramento, Rancho Cordova, Citrus Heights, and
Woodland (see image above).

Aerial images for wetland areas are billed at $48/sqare mile and include only the images, while the
Pool Surveillance areas will be scanned for green pools, indexed, and provided in address list format
with accompanying images for $80/square mile inclusive. In 2007 for comparison, Cal Aerial Imaging
charged $90/sq mile and did not scan or index the photographs, and the District incurred the cost of up
to 6 staff scanning the photographs for pools for several weeks. This time, the images will be provided
already indexed and ready to process as service requests.

Costs involved:

Ecological Management Wetland Areas 75 sq mi $48/sq mi $3,600.00

Pool Surveillance Areas 278 sq mi $80/sq mi $22,240.00

Ferry Fees (Flight time to/from airfield) $500.00
TOTALS: 353 sq mi $26,340.00
