7. Board Review and Consideration to Enhance OQutreach Program
by Utilizing Billboard Advertising not to exceed $39,000.60

Staff Report

District staff recommends spending additional advertising funds on outdoor billboards to
compliment the current advertising plan. Clear Channel Outdoor recently unveiled a
digital billboard along Highway 50. It is an impressive two-sided digital bulletin which is
very visible in both directions to a large flow of traffic. This digital billboard is a focal
point for commuters, tourists, and travelers, During rush hour, traffic congestion provides
exceptional read times in both directions allowing us to reach thousands of people each
day with our health prevention messages. Using this digital billboard our messages would
run from June 22 through September 13 and would appear for approximately 8 seconds
on both sides of the digital board and run every 128 seconds. This means that our
message would run approximately 1250 times every 24 hours. During our flight, we can
rotate and change messages as often as we’d like with no additional production costs.

Use of traditional outdoor billboards to reach area residents is also recommended. More
and more people are spending extra time commuting. Reaching the public on their way to
work, school or leisure activity is very convenient. Some advantages of using billboards
include high visibility and large audiences seeing our message over and over, constant
presence, flexibility with messages and the ability to frequently reach thousands of
people. Using traditional billboards our campaign would run from July 13 through
September 6. We would have approximately 20 billboards placed in areas of high traffic
for maximum visibility and boards would rotate to different locations every 4 weeks.

Recommendation:
Authorize the expenditure of additional advertising dollars not to exceed $39,000.

Staff Report:

Purchass of new microscopes for the laboratory
(2008-2009 budget)

2 dissecting scopes SZ61

Currently in the lab we have 10 stereomicroscopes in use. Eight of these have been
purchased between 1885 and 1992, and only 2 were purchased within the past 10 years. The
older scopes are not as ergonomic, and the optics in some of them is not as good. These
microscopes are used daily for mosquito (adult and immature) and tick identification for many
hours at a time. The new design in the newer models such as the $Z61 make their operation less
fatiguing, their zoom range is from 8.7x through 70x, and they provide sharper images.

1 microscope system with digital camera, comprised of a compound microscope CX41 and a
better stereomicroscope SZX7, with camera aftachments, and a 3.3 megapixel camera

This systern provides superior image reproduction, high resolution images for
publications and documentation, and # is easy to use. We currently have one compound
microscope in the lab, which was purchased in 25 years ago, and is outdated and has poor
optics. This system will have many uses in the lab, from identification of small arthropods, such
as mites, lice, ete and fish parasitology and nematodes, to droplet analysis when we perform
pesticide applications. In addition we will have the ability to take pictures or video, and it will aid
greatly in training, where it will allow for larger viewing by several people at the same time. It may
also be used for outreach whenever needed. In addition, we will be able to perform physiological
age-grading of specimens, by examining female mosquito ovaries. That technigue has been used
for many other insects and it will eventually contribute with information for appropriate control
tactics.

We received the attached quote from Olyrnpus Amerlca, Inc. That brand was chosen due to
previous experience with their scopes, and reliability of their service. In addition to the quality of
construction, they offer high quality optics without paying the high price tags associated with
some other brands such as Leica or Zeiss. A big selling point was also their ergonomic design,
because these microscopes are used in the lab in a daily basis for hours at a time.

Recommendation: Authorize the purchase of One (1) Olympus SZX7 & Two
(2) SZ61 Stereomicroscopes and One (1) CX41 Brightfield Microscope
for District Laboratory not to exceed $20,000.00.

2. Purpoese — Reduce mosguito breeding habitat

3. Description of Work — Ranch owners will be performing various major earth moving
projects within Roosevelt Ranch early summer 2009. Ranch goals to include constructing a new
levee intended to split field 9 from 321 acres into two separate smaller fields. Up to eight 1 acre
deep ponds will be created in fields 9 and 8, with deep swales connecting all ponds to act as year
round brood ponds, as well as creating mosquito fish habitat. Excavated dirt from deep ponds
and swales will be used to build levee. Ranch owners are willing to spend $50,000, and will
perform as much work as possible until the full budget is realized.

District goals include creating year long deep ponds and swales in fields 3, 4, 8,and 9. In
conjunction with the creation of deep ponds in these fields, swales will be constructed, deepened,
or widened to connect ponds creating year round fish habitat and increasing water delivery and
drainage rates across fields. District proposes funding Ranch projects in part to create additional
mosquito fish habitat in Ranch brood ponds specifically in fields 3 and 4, which historically
produce the greatest amount of mosquito larvae. As many ponds and swales will be constructed
as money is available after the ponds and levee have been constructed in field 9. These
improvements listed below should have an immediate impact on reducing mosquito breeding
habitat.

Field 4. Deepen and widen pond in lower southwest west corner to develop a year round
pond for fish habitat.
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Project:

Connect two deep ponds with swales, as well as extend existing swales to deliver
water more efficiently. ‘

Field 3: Create additional ponds and connect with deep swales.
Extend existing swales to hold and carry irrigation water more efficiently.

These improvements will be evaluated on a trial basis in conjunction with previous Ranch water
delivery improvements which have not yet been utilized. Water delivery ditches and pumps
have been improved for the 2009 season and will be tested mid summer 2009. Additional deep
brood ponds and swales will increase the likelihood of higher mosquito fish populations that will
reduce mosquito breeding during the early stages of fall flooding.

Roosevelt Ranch management have committed to implementing more aggressive BMPs that will
reduce mosquito breeding habitat beginning with the 2009 season.

4. Cost Estimate - $15,008.00

5. Maintenance — Roosevelt Ranch management staff will maintain all ponds, swales, and
acecess points on an as needed basis.
