6. Board Review and Consideration of Resolution 07-21-09B Authorizing
District Manager to Initiate Nuisance Abatement Proceedings

Staff Report:

Please find enclosed a resolution authorizing the District Manager to initiate
nuisance abatement proceedings. District counsel suggested this authorization based
on the amount of time between initiating abatement and the subsequent hearing
before the Board, which may result in several weeks and multiple broods of
mosquitoes, This authorization will streamiine the process and enable the district to
potentially reduce the time a mosquito breeding source stays in existence while still
allowing the Board of Trustees to retain the authority to determine the existence of a
public nuisance and to order abatement,

RECOMMENDATION: Adopt Resolution 07-21-09B anthorizing the Manager to
initiate nuisance abatement proceedings.



RESOLUTION NO. 7-21-09B

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF THE SACRAMENTO-YOLO MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL DISTRICT
AUTHORIZING DISTRICT MANAGER TO INITIATE
NUISANCE ABATEMENT PROCEEDINGS

WHEREAS, Health and Safety Code sections 2060 to 2067 authorize the District to abate
public nuisances in accordance with the procedures and standards prescribed in those sections;

WHEREAS, a nuisance abatement proceeding is commenced by the preparation and
service of a notice to abate public nuisance pursuant to section 2061;

WHEREAS, section 2061, subsection (a) prdvides that “the board of trustees may notify
the owner of the property of the existence of the public nuisance;”

WHEREAS, the District Board desires to delegate to the Manager the authority to notify
a property owner of the existence of the public nuisance pursuant to section 2061, subsections (a)
to (c); ‘

WHEREAS, Health and Safety Code sections 7 and 2020 authorize the Board of
Trustees, as public officers of the District, to delegate authority to the Manager;

WHEREAS, furthermore the Board of Trustees may delegate the performance of tasks
relating to investigation and determination of facts preliminary to District action (see California
School Employees Assn. v. Personnel Commission (1970) 3 Cal.3d 139, 144-145; Margulis v.
Myers (1981) 122 Cal.App.3d 335, 345); and,

WHEREAS, the purpose of this resolution is to authorize the Manager to initiate a
nuisance abatement proceeding, but to retain with the Board of Trustees the authority and
responsibility to hear and determine the existence of a public nuisance and to order abatement;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Sacramento-
Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District as follows:

1. The Board of Trustees hereby authorizes the District Manager to (i) preliminarily
determine the existence of a public nuisance and notify the property owner of the existence of the
public nuisance pursuant to Health and Safety Code section 2061, subsections (a) and (b), and
" (i) approve, prepare and serve a notice lo abate public nuisance pursuant to section 2061,
subsections (b) and (c). The Manager or his or her designee shall serve a notice to abate public
nuisance pursuant to section 2061, subsection (c).

2. The hearing on any notice to abate public nuisance shall be before and decided by
the Board of Trustees pursuant to section 2061, subsection (d). The authority and responsibility
to hear and determine the existence of a public nuisance and to order its abatement shall remain
with the Board of Trustees and shall not be delegated to the Manager.
