Our Shop supervisor requests replacing 20 trucks over the
next 4 years. There is a concern about the availability of parts to pass new emission requirements. Many of
our vehicles may still operate well, but may not be able to be converted to meet the air quality requirements.
‘We propose purchasing 5 trucks per vear for the next 4 years at a cost of approximately $25,000.00 per
vehicle.

Board Review and Consideration to Purchase Four (4) Vehicles from the
State of California Contract List not to exceed $95,600.00

Staff Report:

Please find below a recommendation from our Shop Supervisor
regarding the purchase of 4 vehicles from the State of California list
of sale items.

Re: Purchasing 4 new vehicles

| recommend we purchase 4 new full size Ford 4x4 trucks to update our aging fleet. These new
vehicles will allow us to keep up with tighter regulations on clean air initiatives and be better
environmental stewards as they will all have flex fuel capabilities. The vehicles to be purchased
are from the State of California contract 1-10-23-22 and come standard with: 5.4 Liter V8 Engine,
4 speed automatic transmission, 40/20/40 bench seat, AM/FM radio, air conditioning. The District
would be adding the following options: 8 foot bed instead of 6% foot bed, vinyl seating instead of
cloth, limited slip rear axle, and a trailer tow package.

This fiscal year the proposed new vehicles would replace these current field vehicles:
#5 2000 Dodge Dakota 4x4 pickup
#51 2000 Dodge Dakota 4x4 pickup
#65 2001 Dodge Dakota 4x4 pickup
#68 2001 Dodge Dakota 4x4 pickup (Woodland)

These 4 Dodge vehicles were chosen for replacement due to their age and high maintenance cost
and would be switched from field technician’s vehicles to ULV vehicles. ULV trucks are
typically only driven 1200 miles per year and these older Dodge’s can replace some of the current
ULV vehicles. The current ULV vehicles are aging and the availability of parts is becoming
difficult, so when these vehicles are replaced the District would surplus the older ULV vehicles.
The list of trucks going to surplus would be:



#44-1990 Ford F150 4x4 pickup with 157,192 miles
#59-1987 Ford F150 4x4 pickup with 131,985 miles
#66-1987 Ford F150 4x4 pickup with 139,040 miles
#71-1987 Ford F150 4x4 pickup with 170,407 miles

Total price per vehicle would be $21,874.03. A formal quote is included in this memo.
Total price of 4 full size vehicles  $87,496.10
I also recommend replacing an additional vehicle this year with a right hand drive vehicle for the caich

basin crew. The District is continuing to investigate the availability and pricing of a right hand drive
vehicle and will bring that proposal to the Board at a later date.

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RESOLUTION NO. 7-12-93A

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF THE SACRAMENTO-YOLO MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL
DISTRICT CONCERNING SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT PROCUREMENT
AND PERSONAL PROPERTY DISPOSAL

WHEREAS, Government Code section 54202 requires the District to adopt
policies and procedures, including bidding regulations, governing purchases of supplies
and equipment by the District, which policies and procedures may also address disposal
of surplus personal property; and

WHEREAS, the District Board of Trustees now desires to adopt and implement
these regulations concerning purchases of supplies and equipment and disposal of
personal property;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the
Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District that the following
procurement/surplus personal property disposal policy is hereby adopted:

1. Applicability. This policy shall apply only to purchases of supplies and
equipment by the District, and the disposal of surplus personal property. It shall not
apply to the award of construction contracts for public works projects, consultant or
service contracts, utility service contracts, procurement of insurance, or disposal of
surplus real property or pesticide purchases.

2. Purchasing Agent. The Manager, ot his or her designee, shall act as the
purchasing agent for the District in connection with purchasing supplies and equipment
and disposing of surplus personal property, and shall have general responsibility over
such matters in accordance with this policy.

3. Purchases Less Than $5,000; Pesticides Less Than $20,000 And Over.
For purchases of supplies and equipment of estimated value less than $5,000, and
purchases of pesticides of estimated value less than $20,000, the Manager shall make the
purchase on the open market by seeking the most favorable terms and price either
through negotiation, comparative pricing and/or informal competitive bidding, whichever
method the Manager deems most appropriate in the circumstances. If there are
unappropriated funds available in the approved budget for the purchase, then the
Manager may approve the purchase subject to the Board of Trustees’ approval and
execution of a warrant for the purchase in the usual manner of approving warrants. If
there are not unappropriated funds within the approved District budget, then the purchase
must be authorized by the Board of Trustees.

4. Purchases $5,000 and Over; Pesticides $20,000.
Purchases of supplies and equipment of estimated value greater than $5,000, and of
purchases of pesticides of estimated value greater than $20,000, shall be made pursuant
to the bidding procedures in this section, unless one of the following exceptions applies:
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(&) the item can be obtained only from one vendor or supplier; (b} the item is to be
purchased from the State of California list of sale items; or (¢) the Board of Trustees
determines otherwise. The bidding procedures are as follows:

a. The Manager shall prepare a notice inviting bids for the purchase,
including a general description of the supplies and/or equipment to be purchased,
including, if appropriate, bid specifications, and also specifying the time and place of
opening of bids. The notice inviting bids shall be posted in three public places in the
District and shall be distributed to responsible prospective suppliers and vendors as the
Manager deems appropriate. The period to respond to the notice inviting bids shall be at
least seven days. When the Manager deems it appropriate, a bidder’s security may be
required in a form and amount as determined by the Manager. If the bidder’s security is
to be required, the bid security requirement shall be set forth in the notice inviting bids.

b. At the time and place for the bid opening, the bids shall be opened in
public. The manager shall tabulate all bids received and keep them open for public
inspection. At its next meeting following the opening of bids, the Manager shall present
the bids to the Board of Trustees and make a recommendation on an award to the lowest
responsible bidder. In its discretion, the Board may award the contract to the lowest
responsible bidder, reject all bids and re-advertise for bids, reject all bids and not proceed
with the purchase, or reject all bids and direct that an open market purchase be made,
provided the price paid on the open market shall not exceed the bid of the lowest
responsible bidder.

¢. Upon award to the lowest responsible bidder, a written contract shall be
entered into between the District and the bidder. The written contract may be in the form
of a purchase order. If a bid security was required, and the successful bidder does not
enter into a written contract with the District within 10 days from the date of the award,
the bidder shall forfeit the bid security.

“Lowest responsible bidder” as used in this section shall mean that bidder which timely
submits a complete and fully responsive bid and which best responds in price, quality,
service, and fitness and capacity to meet the particular requirements of the District.
Price alone shall not be the determinative factor, but shall be considered along with the
other factors including, but not limited to, the ability of the bidder to deliver, availability
of parts or service, prior experience with the bidder, and any other factors relating to the
particular needs of the District for the supplies and/or equipment to be purchased.

5. Emergency Purchases. In case of an emergency, or a one time opportunity
for a purchase of pesticides at a very favorable price, in which the Manager determines
that the best interests of the District require that a purchase of supplies, equipment or
pesticides be made immediately before the Board can meet to authorize the purchase, the
Manager is authorized to make such purchase in the open market after first obtaining the
verbal consent of at least two members of the Board of Trustees. The Manager shall
thereafter promptly report in writing to the Board of Trustees the nature and amount of
the purchase and the emergency or special circumstances justifying the purchase. The
action shall be subject to ratification at the next Board meeting.
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6. Disposal of Personal Property. The Manager may sell surplus personal
property, or trade in surplus personal property when replacing the property, as the
Manager deems in the best interests of the District. The Manager may discard or dispose
of unsalable surplus personal property in any appropriate manner. The Manager may also
discard or destroy of surplus personal property in any appropriate manner that may have
some resale value but where, because of safety or liability concerns, destruction and/or
disposal is preferable to sale. For purposes of this section, “surplus personal property™
means personal property owned by the District which the Board of Trustees has declared
surplus as inadequate or no longer necessary for the needs of the District.

7. Superseder. This resolution supersedes and rescinds District Resolution
No. 3-16-93A.
