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The Geographical Information Systems (GIS) Department and 
an Information Technology (IT) Department are responsible for 
providing support for office staff and field technicians.

The District’s diversified computer network includes three Windows-
based servers and 30 Windows desktop workstations. In 2008, 
the main District file server was upgraded to provide over 1,100 
gigabytes of storage capacity with RAID-5 redundancy with room to 
grow for the District’s expanding database and mapping data. The Elk 
Grove and Woodland facilities are connected with a secured virtual 
private network via T1 connection. Data integrity is maintained with 
a dual backup system including off-site storage. The IT Department 
additionally maintains three laptop computers and projectors for 
District meetings and public presentations, 45 handheld mobile 
devices, software and peripherals, and a Voice-IP phone system with 
35 extensions. In 2008, the IT Department began a pilot program 
to install laptops in technician vehicles to provide real-time database 
queries, online maps and aerial imagery, and turn-by-turn GPS. 
In 2009, the program will expand to include more vehicles and 
customized software based on technician needs to quickly and easily 
locate, search, and record source data. 

The GIS Department mapped and tracked 67,171 applications of 
California Environmental Protection Agency—registered products and 
the release of mosquitofish which covered over 731,000 acres. The 
department tracked the locations of 461 sites that showed positive for 
West Nile virus including: human cases, adult mosquito trap sites, and 
dead birds. The District monitored larvicide and adulticide treatments 
by ground and air to over 36,000 acres of rice closely differentiating 
between organic and non-organic rice. In addition to mapping and 
tracking, the District also takes the responsibility to upgrade parcel 
level data for Sacramento County on a monthly basis and Yolo County 
parcel level data annually. 

In 2008, the GIS and IT departments tracked larval surveillance and 
treatments to over 18,000 known mosquito breeding sources. Aerial 
photographs were used for detecting backyard swimming pools where 
mosquito breeding was a probability. The IT department streamlined 
the process for locating pools using parcel level map files and Google 
Earth online. Seventeen hundred pools were added to the database 
and confirmed as new mosquito breeding sources. 

The District purchased SkyTracker software to more efficiently track 
over 1000 aerial applications to nearly 400,000 acres. The software 
interfaces with software used by the aerial applicator, for pre- and 
post-analysis and data storage.
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The tasks of the administrative personnel of the Sacramento-Yolo 
Mosquito and Vector Control District involve serving the residents 
of Sacramento and Yolo counties as well as the employees of 
the District. Responding to telephone inquiries, maintaining 
public records, coordinating policies, and reporting to the Board 
of Trustees are just a few of the many duties the department 
performs. The department strives to provide quality professional 
service to the public and the employees of the District.

CONTINUING EDUCATION
The District employs vector control technicians certified by the 
California Department of Health Services. Certificates are 
renewed every two years after established continuing education 
requirements are met. The District’s program coordinator tracks 
employees’ continuing education units and helps organize 
the District’s regional continuing education programs and 
workshops.

The District employs four Automotive Service Excellence–certified 
mechanics at the Elk Grove facility. The shop maintains 95 
vehicles, 2 forklifts, 2 Argo all terrain vehicles, 10 quad-runners, 
3 John Deere Gator utility vehicles, 9 utility trailers, 2 low-bed 
trailers, 2 wheel tractors, 2 back hoe tractors, 17 London ULV 
foggers, 5 Curtis Dyna foggers, 3 Electramist foggers, 2 turbine 
sprayers, and 1 Acrease 57” mower. 

The shop is also responsible for repairing and installing various 
equipment, including chainsaws, weed eaters, hand cans, 
hedge-trimmers, backpacks, spray guns and other items in need 
of repair.
